	King of Peace
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Visits from the British royal family are a familiar event for Australians.  When the royals come to town, a crowd always follows.  A woman in the crowd was once asked by a TV interviewer what was it about royalty that so interested her?  “Oh, I am just fascinated by them,” she said.  Summing up the thinking of many people she said she was curious about how they live?  The royals, undoubtedly, are figureheads and objects of curiosity and fascination.  This perhaps makes it a little difficult to understand and celebrate the feast of Christ the King.  Obviously, we are not celebrating Jesus as a powerless figurehead, an object of curiosity or media star.  We might think of the kings from history who had absolute power and authority and imagine that Jesus was one of them.  No, that does not help either.  The kings of the past were men of privilege and many were violent and corrupt.  If we turn to today’s gospel reading, at first it may seem to reveal little.  From the Gospel of John, it relates how Jesus was brought to Pontius Pilate, the Roman governor.  Jesus admits that he is a king, but talks about his kingdom as not being of this world.

His kingdom relates to the truth.  What does Jesus mean by the truth?  He is not talking about the need to be honest and not tell lies.  Nor is he talking about whether something is true or false, as on a television gameshow.  When he talks about truth he is referring to himself.  Jesus calls himself the truth.  He says that he has come into the world to show us the truth.  His kingship is founded on truth.  He comes to show us the truth about God and about ourselves.  He comes to show us what kind of God we believe in and what it means to be God’s children.  Today’s feast was introduced by Pope Pius XI in 1925, at a time when Europe was still in turmoil after World War 1.  The Communists were in power in Russia, Mussolini’s fascists controlled Italy and Adolf Hitler had just published Mein Kampf, which laid out his future plans for Germany.  Leaders like Hitler and Stalin were dictators who ruled much like the brutal kings of old and whose beliefs and values were at complete odds to gospel values.
In the face of this, Pope Pius XI introduced today’s feast, Christ the King, with its vision of Jesus as someone who brings into the world a kingdom of justice, truth and peace.

If we know how and why this feast was introduced, then we can better appreciate what we are celebrating.

	EXTRAORDINARY JUBILEE HOLY YEAR OF MERCY
8TH DECEMBER 2015 – 20TH NOVEMBER 2016
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In his letter called “The Bull of indiction of the Extraordinary Jubilee of Mercy” Pope Francis spoke about opening the Holy Door which will become the door of Mercy through which anyone who enters will experience the love of God who consoles, pardons, and instils hope. Pope Francis will announce that in every Cathedral (or Co Cathedral) Church, the mother church in particular area, a door of Mercy will be opened for the Holy Year. At the Archbishop’s discretion a similar door may be opened at any Shrine frequented by large groups of pilgrims. The Logo and Motto provide together a fitting summary of what the jubilee is all about. It provides an image quite important to early Church, the Son having taken upon his shoulder the lost soul. The good Shepherd, in his great mercy, takes humanity upon himself his eyes are merged with those of man – and woman as we can see in the Logo. 
Pope Francis will celebrate the Opening of the Holy Door of Mercy on Tuesday 8th December 2015 in St. Peter’s Basilica in Rome. 
Here in Melbourne Archbishop Denis Hart will open the Door of Mercy at Our Lady Ta Pinu SHRINE All Nations Marian Centre 15 Flanigans Dr. Bacchus Marsh, starting with Rosary at 2pm and mass. Afterwards there will be a Procession and Benediction. 
On Sunday 13th December 2015 at 2.30pm with a prayer Service, Archbishop Denis Hart will open the Holy Door of Mercy at St. Patrick’s Cathedral East Melbourne, followed by a picnic in the Cathedral’s grounds.

Mercy has become living and visible in Jesus of Nazareth, reaching its culmination in him. The Father, “rich in mercy” (Eph 2:4), after having revealed his name to Moses as “a God merciful and gracious, slow to anger, and abounding in steadfast love and faithfulness” … Jesus of Nazareth, by his words, his actions, and his entire person reveals the mercy of God.
