	Happy in the Lord
“The tendency to brood and fret has never solved a problem yet, worry is a rocking chair that never gets you anywhere.”  That’s a good saying! Likewise, St Paul in his letter to the people of Philippi urges us “not to worry”, but to “be happy, always happy in the Lord.”
I am not sure that all would agree with Benjamin Franklin who said, “Beer is proof that God loves us and wants us to be happy,” but maybe he was on to something.  God has given us so much to show love for us.  A popular song of a few years back sang, “The world belongs to everyone, the best things in life are free” and so they are.  The stars, the moon, the flowers n Spring, the robins that sing, the sunbeams that shine.  As Christians loved by God and redeemed by Christ we are the fortunate ones with every reason to be joyful.  

Not that we do not have our crosses.  However, with Christ we are offered the grace and strength to carry them.  If we are prepared to work through our trials and difficulties with the Lord we will be positive about our life and what it costs.  Let me quote another song, “Wish on the moon and look for the gold in a rainbow and you’ll find happy times.  For when do you find a rainbow only after rain.”
Nevertheless, as I mentioned, there is a tendency to brood and fret.  Our fears can dominate our life.  A story from the ancient Middle East tells of a traveller on his way from Damascus to Antioch who happened to meet the Great Plague in human form going in the opposite direction.  “Where are you going” asked the traveller.  “I am going to Persia to spread disease and death”, answered the plague.  Some months later the same traveller was returning to Damascus.  He once more encountered the Great Plague returning from Persia.  The traveller enquired of the plague, “how many people did you destroy?”  “Only a few” answered the plague, “but thousands died of fear”.

There is a lot of wisdom in these old stories.  Another saying has it, “Worry is interest paid on trouble before it becomes due.”  God wants for us what Paul wants in his letter to the Philippians: “what I want is your happiness.  In the Gospel of Matthew (6:25-34), Jesus speaks to us about the lilies of the field that neither toil nor spin yet our heavenly Father clothes them.  And the birds of the air that neither sow nor reap, yet our heavenly Father feeds them.  So Jesus tells us not to be anxious about our life.  How much more does God care for us compared to the lilies and the birds.  But we must seek the Kingdom first of all.  That is doing the will of God.  So “grab your coat and get your hat, leave your worry on the doorstep, just direct your feet to the sunny side of the street.”
