	New Beginnings 
The gospel gives us a new image of Jesus, angry that his Father’s house had been turned into a market place.  He drove out the cattle, overturned the tables of the money changers and caused complete chaos.  Jesus was a formidable apponent, so the traders fled.
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In the new millennium what things would Jesus oppose and what would he wish to cleanse his church of?  First, there would be the terrible scandals engulfing the church in so many countries.  We first mourned for the church in Ireland and America and then to our dimay we discovered the same issues on our doorstep, culminating in the current royal commission.  Not in our wildest dreams could we have believed that some religious would be responsible for such terrible crimes against the children in their care.  That some in authoroity would protect the good name of the church at the expense of protecting vulnerable children was also appalling. 

Another area in need of cleansing is the treatment of women.  For centuries, the church has been governed as a patriarchal society.  In general, the women most favoured by church authorities have been subervient to male superiors, meekly accepting the dictates of more senior church figures.

We remember the ongoing trouble of Mary Ward, foundress of the Loreto Sisters because she intended her sister to teach and not to live as closeted nuns.

Nearer to home, there was the persectuion of St Mary MacKillop by some senior church figures in the 19th century.  Frequently, the authorities have failed to tap into the enormous spiritual, intellectual and emotional gifts of women, and for that we are the poorer.
A third area of concern is the lack of real communication between the teaching church and the laity.  Through our baptism, all members of the church have a share in the ministry of Jesus. We have different tasks according to our state in life but all are called to spread the Good News of God’s love for the world in whatever way we can.  The laity have so much to offer but are so often ignored.  Yet Pope Francis said in Evangelii Gaudium:  “The church exists concretely in history as a people of pilgrims and evangelisers, transcending any institutional expression, however necessary”.  (n.111)
With Pope Francis leaading us, we sense a new outpouring of the Holy Spirit and a new reaching out to all peoples to share with them the wonderful news of God’s love.  As we witness the world around us – engulfed in hatred, violence and cruelty, we pray that Christ may once again cleanse his church and through her offer to the world the true peace and joy of God’s family.




	PROJECT COMPASSION  -  CHOOSING  FOOD FOR LIFE

That we might seek more ways together to share what we have with the poor and disadvantaged.  
For the majority of Australians good health and great food are part of everyday life.  But the story is starkly different for First Australians living in rural communities, where low incomes, limited access to nutritious, affordable food, and poor food choices (due to lack of education) are severely compromising the health and well-being of families.

In central NSW, sole mother-of-six Karen had limited education in life-skills including money management, cooking, nutrition and health.  Food and groceries in remote communities like Karen’s are expensive, due to freight costs and limited local competition.  As a result, it was very hard for the 45-year-old to stretch her Centrelink payments to afford essentials like food and rent.  “It was not difficult to access food,” says Karen.

“But I’m ashamed to say that sometimes my family missed out on some meals.”

Karen had never linked good budgeting habits to good food, good health and a better (less stressful) life.  So, two years ago when she enrolled in the Centacare Wilcannia-Forbes Manage Your income, Manage Your Life Program, supported by Caritas Australia, a new world opened up to her.  Through a series of budgeting workshops and monthly budget planning sessions, combined with nutrition workshops and cooking activities, Karen gained the tools she needed to take control of her money, and budget so she could provide regular, healthy food for her family.  “I learnt how to make quiche,” says Karen.  “My family loved it!”
Centacare also introduced Karen to the Food Support Program, where people on low incomes can buy affordable groceries and make their dollars go further.

Taking control of her finances, and learning a new range of life-skills has given Karen the ability and confidence to choose foods for a healthier life that will lead to a better future for her family.

	“LENT IS A RENEWAL OF OUR FAITH --- WE THE LIVING STONES”
 
 “Lent is a time of renewal for the whole Church, for each communities and every believer. Above all it is a ‘time of grace’ (2Cor 6:2). God does not ask of us anything that he himself has not first given us, ‘We love because he first has loved us’ (1Jn4:19).” These are the first words of Pope Francis’s Lenten message in which he addresses the urgent challenges of ‘the globalization of indifference’. This Year 2015 is 25 years since our St. Joseph the Worker church was built. We are grateful to those who helped in the building of this church, most of them are still with us, and we also give thanks to God for giving us this place of worship for these 25 years. As we look at the material building we are also aware of God calling us to be the Church of Jesus Christ who as presented in today’s gospel, is the true temple who we accept with faith by being the living stones: sincere followers of Christ. Pope Francis in his Lenten message continues on saying that: “Lent is a favourable time for letting Christ serve us so that we in turn may become more like him. This happens whenever we hear the word of God and receive the sacraments, especially the Eucharist. There we become what we receive: the Body of Christ. In this body of Christ there is no room for indifference which so often seems to possess our hearts. For whoever is of Christ, belongs to one body, and in him we cannot be indifferent to one another”.
