	Where’s the STOP button?
Last week Steve had an argument with the boss.  Nothing major, but he’s been turning it over in his mind ever since.  It keeps popping back into his head at all hours of the day and night.  Each time he chews over what happened, he finds himself becoming agitated again.  He doesn’t really understand why he keeps on replaying this video in his head, but he finds it hard to stop.
Meanwhile, Bernadette has her own struggles.  There’s a video playing in her head too, mostly about what could have been.  All those missed opportunities come back to haunt her, all the “what-ifs”, and the kind of life she might have had.  Her video weaves around the theme of Regrets.  And yes, she has a few.  Poor old Felicity worries constantly about the future, and how she’s going to manage all the challenges it might bring.  Her video is short on facts and full of imaginary scenarios, but that doesn’t stop her from playing it constantly.  In fact, she’s spent many years rehashing this particular video.  It often leaves her feeling quite despondent.  Once she allows it to start, her mind usually races off like a runaway train, taking her to all sorts of unwanted destinations.

The scary thing about these examples is that they highlight a very common human tendency.  Some of us can spend a lifetime in front of our particular video replay, without even realising how damaging that can be.  We can get into thought patterns that spell the end of inner peace, to say nothing of our ability to pray.  Our equilibrium falls away when our minds are not where our bodies are.  Doing our best to live in the present moment, and learning to curb our obsessive video-replay of the past helps us to grow in awareness of God, and of ourselves.  The early desert contemplatives thoroughly understood the psychology at work here.  They liked to point to today’s Gospel about the temptations of Jesus in the desert, to help people deal with troublesome thought patterns. One thing we can’t help noticing is the way Jesus would not be drawn into conversation with Satan.  He simply chose to quote Scripture in response to the Evil One’s suggestions.  Where we might be tempted to react, or perhaps get caught up in an argument, Jesus refused to ‘take the bait’, as it were.  Thus, after a few failed attempts, “the devil left him”.  The video didn’t even get started, as Jesus refused to give it airplay.   Allowing our minds to be bombarded with thoughts that tend to ‘take us over’ can be quite harmful to our faith journey.  It helps to have a favourite Scripture quote ready when such thoughts loom.  What about ‘Peace I leave with you; my peace I give to you” (Jn 14:27), or “God is my helper; I will not be afraid” (Heb 13:6).  Or we can simply repeat a word, such as ‘Peace’ or ‘Jesus’ in our hearts.  At least we’d be on the way to finding the STOP button for our particular video.

	‘THE PARISH’
From Pope Francis’ letter; “The Joy of the Gospel”
(paragraph 28)

The parish is an institution…that possesses great flexibility, it can assume quite different contours depending on the openness and missionary creativity of the pastor and the community. While certainly not the only institution which evangelizes, if the parish proves capable of self-renewal and constant adaptivity, it continues to be “the Church living in the midst of the homes of her sons and daughters”. This presumes that it really is in contact with the homes and the lives of its people, and does not become a useless structure out of touch with people or a self-absorbed group made up of a chosen few. The parish is the presence of the Church in a given territory, an environment for hearing God’s word, for growth in the Christian life, for dialogue, proclamation, charitable outreach, worship and celebration. In all its activities the parish encourages and trains its members to be evangelizers. It is a community of communities, a sanctuary where the thirsty come to drink in the midst of their journey, and a centre of constant missionary outreach.
