	People in Glass Houses
“People in glass houses should not throw stones.”  A wise old adage; and one that is apt to describe the message of today’s Gospel.
An adulterous woman is dragged before Jesus to be judged.  The Law is univocally clear.  She and her male partner deserve death by stoning.  (Deut. 22:22; Lev. 20:10)  The scribes and the Pharisees demand that Jesus ratify this judgement of the Law.  The dice are loaded.  They wish to entrap Jesus.  If he says ‘stone her’, he will be in conformity with the Law; but, his reputation for mercy and compassion will be shattered.  If he says ‘free her’, he will be condemned for disrespecting the Law.  Mercy and justice contend for precedence.

Cannily, Jesus responds by inviting anyone without sin to go right ahead and stone the woman to death.  He exposes their hypocrisy.  His argument is not with the Law.  Adultery is a grievous sin.  It should be recognised as such.  His argument is with the ‘lawyers’ who are so eager to condemn a woman without producing witnesses and seemingly without bothering to prosecute her male accomplice in the adultery.  One by one, the accusers fade away.  Hypocrisy in retreat!

.Only the innocent have the right to pronounce judgement on others and declare them guilty.  Now the woman stands alone before the innocent one-the Christ-to be judged.  He is the only one who has the right to make judgement.  Has no one condemned you?...... Neither do I condemn you.  Go away, and don’t sin anymore.” Mercy and forgiveness trumps justice and condemnation.
Sin is sin.  It cannot he condoned.  But, a more pressing issue is the fate of the sinner; is the care for the woman who has sinned and who has been publicly humiliated.  Before Jesus gave his merciful judgement, the woman is subject to the harsh judgements of the world for her sin and failure.  Through Jesus’ compassionate judgement she has access to a kindly world of hope and encouragement.  Acquittal offers her the prospect of a fresh start and a new life.

We can all learn from the woman’s encounter with Jesus.  Especially in this season of Lent, our reflection on this gospel passage might give us courage to uncover our secret and unsavoury practices and turn away from them to following Christ more closely.  Also, we might consider with horror our awful presumption when we too easily judge others.  It is easy to spot the limitations and failures of others and neglect to see how phoney we are when we judge them.
Today’s Gospel is a call to be alert to our own failures; to seek Christ’s abundant mercy; and to exercise compassion in making our assessments on the behaviour of others.  After all, ‘People who live in glass houses should not throw stones!’

	We welcome our New Pope
“POPE FRANCIS I”
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Let us join our Archbishop of Melbourne Denis Hart to joyfully welcome the glad news of Pope Francis. “The announcement brings great joy and hope and readiness to walk with him on the way to Jesus Christ” said Archbishop Denis Hart. Pope Francis, formerly “Cardinal Jorge Mario Bergoglio SJ”, was born on 17th December 1936 in Buenos Aires, Argentina, one of five children. His father Mario Jose’ Bergoglio was born in Italy, Turin (Torino), and migrated to Argentina at the age of 18 and was a railway worker. Pope Francis’ great grandfather is from Piedmont, Italy, and his grandfather moved to Turin. The Pope’s mother’s name is Regina Maia Bergoglio nee’ Sivori, a housewife. When he was a teenager Pope Francis had a lung removed as a result of an infection. Young Bergoglio entered the Jesuits society and was ordained a Jesuit Priest in 1969, and subsequently was novice master, teacher of literature and psychology, has been Archbishop of Buenos Aires since 1998 and a Cardinal since 2001. As Archbishop of Melbourne and President of the Australian Catholic Bishops Conference, Archbishop Denis Hart told us: “In this time of rejoicing we thank God who has given us a leader and teacher to bring us to God, to care for us and unite us in the service of God and others. We offer our new Holy Father our prayers, obedience and love as he prepares to begin his ministry for us.”
