	In Christ we trust
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Every now and then you hear of people dashing into a burning building or diving into the ocean to save someone in distress.  Not long ago a surfer swam out to help a friend being attacked by a shark.  These are remarkable actions that are rightly honoured and respected.  Very often people react instinctively and without time to think.  Sometimes they pay with their lives or are seriously injured.  We can understand more readily how parents will take great risks to save their children or family members.  But sometimes rescuers will try to save people they do not know.
None of us could expect God to act like this, yet this is precisely the meaning of the events we commemorate on Palm Sunday.  God, in Jesus, plunges into this appalling story of betrayed, torture and crucifixion to rescue us.  That is what the very words savior and redeemer imply.  Unlike those trying to rescue people from burning buildings or the sea, Jesus knows he will lose his life.  Yet he does this so we all might be saved.  He surrenders his life, confident that the Father will raise him again, and all of us as well.
But why embrace such a cruel death?  Surely he could have found a less gruesome way.  He wants to show us, in the most unambiguous way possible, how intensely God loves us and is totally committed to our eternal wellbeing.  It is God’s way of dashing into a burning building to save us or diving into the ocean to pull us to safety.

Jesus embraces such horrific suffering to assure us that God is not indifferent to human suffering or to evil.  It is as if God is saying to us that Jesus is sucking up all the horror and evil in the world into himself and in the promise of the resurrection will transform it mysteriously into grace.

Of course we know only too well that there is still great suffering in our world, and we too will experience some of that in our life journey.  It never ceases to puzzle and dismay us, mysteriously cloaking itself from our understanding.  There are no easy words to explain suffering.  Yet it is a crucial part of our journey in which we can feel Christ walking with us, sense his solidarity with us in such difficult times, and learn to entrust our lives into his hands.  It is like a trust walk through darkness, as little by little we grow in confidence that God will never abandon us.

On the contrary, Palm Sunday shows how intimately he walks with us in dark times, and how committed he is to leading us finally home, nurturing in our hearts the hope and indeed promise of resurrection and life in his mysterious kingdom.
