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Encountering Jesus
Going to Jacob’s well was her daily chore.  She went to the well with the heavy weight of the water jar on her shoulder and the heavy weight of people’s judgment in her heart.  That was why she chose the unusual time to come to the well, about noon.
Ordinary women from her place wouldn’t come to the well at noon.  They came to the well in the evening (Genesis 24:11).  But she was not an ordinary woman.  She was an extraordinary one.  In the eyes of others in her town, she was a sinful woman, someone they would like to talk about and not talk to.  She had lived with five different husbands.  And now she lived with a sixth man.  This might be the reason she came to the well at an unusual time.  She wanted to avoid the embarrassment of people staring at her with their judgmental eyes.

Jesus chose the same time, an unusual time.  The reason was similar.  Jesus heard that people, especially the Pharisees started to talk about his increasing popularity.  So, he decided to go back to Galilee.  John writes Jesus was tired from his journey.  He wanted to rest (4:6), so he went to the well at an unusual time.

But it was at a moment like this the encounter occurred.  It was a very special encounter between a “sinful” woman who wanted to avoid people and the tired Lord who didn’t want to be disturbed.  It was an unplanned encounter but ended up with a long conversation.  If the definition of a prayer is conversation with the Lord, this is the longest prayer in the gospel.

John writes at the end of the conversation at chapter 28: “The woman left her water jar and ran to the town.”  That was the first time in her life she went back home without the burden of her water jar on her shoulder and the burden of shame in her heart.  After the encounter with Jesus, her life became lighter.  Jesus has freed her from her every day burden.  She ran back to the town to tell others that she has encountered the messiah and was a sinner no more.

Many of us live with our everyday burdens; marriage breakdown, the death of a loved one, unpaid bills, the unreachable dreams.  We carry these heavy burdens like the Samaritan woman.  Here, we have her story about the need to encounter Jesus.  We too need to encounter him, tell him our story and to let him lift these burdens from our shoulder.  And if we experience this kind of salvation from our encounter with him, we need to tell our story so that other people might come to him as well and find salvation.

	NOVEL CORONAVIRUS (COVID-19)
An Updated Advice has been issued by the Archdiocese of Melbourne for additional Pastoral Recommendations regarding the Novel Coronavirus (COVID-19) which is in line with the National Advice promulgated by the Australian Catholic Bishops Conference for preventive measures in parishes:
· Holy Water should be temporarily removed from stoups at the doors of churches to reduce the possibility of transmission of the virus. 
· Rite of Peace: When exchanging the Sign of Peace, individuals should avoid shaking hands but encouraged to say "Peace be with you" and offer a smile, wave, nod or bow.
· Holy communion (the Body of Christ) is to be received only in the hand. 
Individuals should consider their own health, including any potential to infect others with a contagious disease, before attending mass or any other public liturgical celebration.
These updates follow the former special letter of our Archbishop Peter Comensoli reminding us of some precautionary measures at the situation of the Corona Virus as also advised by the Australian and Victorian Health Departments: these includes the hand sanitizing for Special ministers and Clergy before and after distributing communion and not sharing the chalice. PROJECT COMPASSION
 “GO FURTHER TOGETHER”
In today’s gospel we hear about the woman of Samaria who was engaged in a very truthful encounter with Jesus.  The Jews despised the Samaritans as having no claim on their God.  This nameless woman, an outcast from her own community, chose to visit the well at a time to avoid those who judged her harshly.
It’s important to acknowledge how radical this encounter was.  Jesus reaches out to her as he did to outcasts demonstrating that all people are valuable to God.  In this way we too are called to be radical, to uphold the dignity of all people.
The exchange was so profound, bringing about a change of heart for the Samaritan woman.  She then became a witness for Jesus, influencing those around her.
This week we hear the story of Barry, an indigenous Australian man who through a Caritas Australia supported program, Red Dust Healing, was able to confront destructive patterns in his life.  Red Dust Healing is an Indigenous led program in which participants learn culturally appropriate tools to empower them to overcome addiction, mental health, grief, abuse and other challenges.  For Barry, it changed his life and helped him to recognize his hurt and anger stemmed primarily from rejection and grief.  It provided a safe space to talk and connect with others who’ve supported each other in their healing journey.  The program has also helped Barry connect back with his culture, language and stories.
Just as the Samaritan woman went on to share her revelation with others, Barry also shares the richness of his experience.  His community is striving forward, facing the challenges of intergenerational trauma, past oppression and colonization together.
How can we manifest the radical love of Christ in order to break down barriers of injustice?
