	Fullness of Life
One of the hallmarks of the Catholic Church in the modern world is that it stands in opposition to what is sometimes described as ‘as culture of death’, a phrase famously coined by Pope Saint John Paul II in his encyclical, Evangelium Vitae (The Gospel of Life). 
In that encyclical John Paul II stressed the value and dignity of all human life from the moment of conception through to natural death.  By contrast he strongly opposed those movements which seek to justify the destruction of human life on humanitarian or utilitarian grounds.

The moral maze that surrounds so many of the debates that take place in this field reminds us that every delicate situation requires a compassionate Christian response, but there can be no doubt that the fundamental principle expounded by John Paul II is based upon the biblical vision of God’s creation: there can be no more definitive statement than the words of the book of Wisdom: 

“Death was not God’s doing, he takes no pleasure in the extinction of the living.”

To understand what is going on when Jesus reaches out and restores people to life, it is helpful to remind ourselves that this is precisely the vision which he is inviting us to reflect on and believe in.  Like the people in the gospel, people today grieve the loss of those whom they have loved and cherished.  It is not difficult for us to imagine the scene when Jairus, the synagogue official, pleads with Jesus because his daughter is dying.  Jairus was a man with authority in the community, but he is desperate and Jesus has a reputation for making things happen.
Jesus is not performing miracles to prove a point, he is simply doing what his Father sent him to do.

In today’s language, we might say it was Jesus’ default position.  See what happens when he accompanies Jairus to see his sick daughter.  Another desperate person, a woman who for 12 years had sought medical help for her haemorrhaging and got nowhere, touches Jesus and is cured.  We may wonder why Jesus chooses to expose her but he is not exposing her, he wants us to understand where faith can lead.  It leads to the fullness of life.  The story is completed when the daughter of Jairus, now seemingly dead, is brought back to life and given something to eat.  Mark tells us that Jesus told the people not to tell anyone what had happened.  Was this because they were still not ready to understand the bigger picture?  The daughter of Jairus and the sick woman would ultimately die and their families would grieve for them.  However, the Gospel of Life tells us it is not that they are no more, but that because of the death of Jesus they may now enjoy the fullness of life for ever.  This is the default position of the Christian: to proclaim this message loudly and clearly to a disbelieving world.

	ABORIGINAL AND TORRES STRAIT ISLANDER SUNDAY 1ST JULY 2018
BECAUSE OF HER WE CAN, is the reflective theme for this year’s Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander Sunday.  In a media release the Australian Catholic Bishop said that “The role of women in families and communities and in the Catholic Church is the focus of this year’s Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander Sunday, to be celebrated on July 1. The theme for this year’s celebration is “Because of her, we can” – which is shared with the theme for NAIDOC week, to be held from July 8-15.” In its annual message, the Australian Catholic Bishops Conference praised the role of women, especially mothers and grandmothers, in the life of Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander communities. It also spoke of the role model of the Virgin Mary in the life of the Catholic Church. The message says that in the face of injustice in various ways, Indigenous women have “battled, and largely succeeded, in holding Indigenous families together”. Broome’s Bishop, Christopher Saunders speaks of the sentiments expressed by the Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander people as they choose as an icon the statue of The Pieta’ by Michaelangelo. “The Pieta’ is a prayerful image of motherhood to be nurtured, supported and prayed for in our community”, they said, “The loving care that this masterpiece portrays cannot be separated from the sorrow of the reality it represents”. Bishop Saunders continued to say in his message that “Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander people continue to survive and to maintain a significant place in this Commonwealth of Australia … Most notably among these people are numerous mothers in Indigenous Communities throughout the land whose love and determination have achieved inspirational things for themselves and their families. In prayerful thanksgiving we salute them and commend them to Almighty God and to the care of Mary, Mother of the Church”.
